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SCR System Manipulation

Every second truck might be involved in emission fraud 
Prague, 11. 2. 2020.  Mohelnice, end of January: the roadside check carried out by the Czech Police special department dealing with road fraud detection and vehicle condition inspection detected two trucks operated by domestic freight forwarders equipped with an emulator, a device that manipulates the urea (AdBlue) injunction function into the exhaust system, which reduces the emission. Thus, the emission reduction system is deactivated and broken. The Czech Police has recently completed a specialized training on various ways of system manipulation and its detection, provided by TÜV NORD Czech.
Objective of the training, organized by TÜV NORD Czech for the Czech Police under the umbrella of the Czech Ministry of Transport, was to familiarize the participants with various ways of SCR (Selective Catalytic Reduction) system manipulation and its detection. 
ʺOn one hand, we are pleased that this training has borne fruit so soon after it had been completed, on the other hand, I have concerns that many such sinners are to be detected in near future. Statistics we have from abroad confirm that broken SCR system has been identified in more than 40% of trucks inspected and in another 14% of trucks, the software or hardware has been manipulated intentionally. It represents every second truck under inspection.  As for the trucks from Eastern Europe, this figure is estimated to be even higherʺ, Ing. Antonín Jedlička, TÜV NORD Czech Automotive Division Director, explains.
The main reason for the SCR system manipulation is the fact that the system maintenance, or repairs, are expensive and owners of these (i.e. Euro 4, 5 and 6) trucks modify this system in various ways, in order to maintain the operability of the truck while the malfunction indicator is disabled. Under such conditions, a truck produces excessive NOX emissions (up to 4,500 times more), and the truck falls within the category of unapproved vehicles.
